License Agreement on Work Use
“Legal Publishing House “Law of Ukraine” Limited Liability Company, the co-founder and the co- publisher of the Legal Journal “Law of Ukraine” (hereinafter referred to as the Licensee), represented by Mr. Sviatotskyi Oleksandr Dmytrovych, the President, acting on the basis of the Articles of Association, on the one part, and the Author (Co-authors) (hereinafter – the Licensor), on the other part, hereinafter referred to jointly as the Parties and each of them individually as the Party, have made this License Agreement on Work Use (hereinafter referred to as the Agreement) subject to the following terms.

Definition of the Terms
The terms used in this Agreement shall have the following meaning:

Work - a research article submitted by the Licensor for publication in the Legal Journal "Law of Ukraine" (ISSN 1026-9932);

Licensor - the author (co-author) holding the exclusive copyrights to the Work;

Licensee - a person who has been granted the permit to use the Work (the exclusive license);

Exclusive license – the license which is granted by the Licensor only to one Licensee and which makes it impossible for the Licensor to use the Work within the sphere restricted by this license or to grant licenses to other persons permitting to use the Work within the mentioned sphere.

Other terms used in the Agreement shall be defined in accordance with the provisions of current law of Ukraine.

1. Subject Matter of the Agreement
1.1. The Licensor hereby grants the Licensee the free-of-charge exclusive license for the use of the Work set forth in the Ukrainian or English language subject to cl. 3 of the Agreement for the term stipulated by this Agreement.

1.2. The License shall be deemed granted to the Licensee upon the signing of this Agreement.

2. Licensor’s Warranties 
2.1. The Licensor warrants and represents that he/she:

2.1.1. is the author (co-author) of the Work;

2.1.2. holds the exclusive copyrights to the Work submitted to the Licensee;

2.1.3. at the moment of signing this Agreement, he/she holds the exclusive proprietary rights to the Work;

2.1.4. before entering into this Agreement, he/she has not granted any other persons the license permitting the use of the Work;

2.1.5. he/she did not transfer in the past and in the future will not transfer the copyrights to the Work to any third parties;

2.1.6. the Work is the original work;

2.1.7. at the moment of signing this Agreement, the Work has not been made public, has not been previously published and will not be published in any other publication before the Licensee publishes it;

2.1.8. he/she has not breached the intellectual property rights of other persons; if the Work incorporates the materials of other persons, except for citation to the extent justified by the research, informational or critical nature of the Work, the Licensor shall use such materials subject to current law of Ukraine;

2.1.9. he/she has obtained all of the necessary permits to use the materials incorporated into the Work and protected by current copyright law of Ukraine;

2.1.10. the Work contains no information which is prohibited for open publication under current law of Ukraine, and its printing and (or) distribution by the Licensee will not result in the disclosure of any classified information (confidential, secret, proprietary information);

2.1.11. the Work is not a derivative work, or other work processed or adapted;

2.1.12. quotations from works of other persons are used in the Work with references to the author's name and the source of citation; 
2.1.13. the Work is created with observance of the principles of academic honesty;

2.1.14. the Work does not contain any plagiarism and (or) self-plagiarism;

2.1.15. the Work does not contain any information and (or) data which, if published, may entail legal liability of any kind;

2.1.16. at the moment of entering into this Agreement, he/she is not plaintiff (defendant) in any litigation in respect of the copyright to the Work;

2.1.17. the Work is not created subject to a labor agreement (Art. 429 of the Civil Code of Ukraine), it is not an official work (Article 1 of the Law of Ukraine "On Copyright and Related Rights");

2.1.18. the Work is not created by order of another person (Art. 430 of the Civil Code of Ukraine).

3. Rights Granted to the Licensee
3.1. For the entire term of the exclusive copyrights to the Work, the Licensor shall grant the Licensee the rights:

3.1.1. to reproduce the Work, publish it in the Legal Journal “Law of Ukraine" (hereinafter – the Journal) in Ukrainian (or) English, make it public, duplicate, replicate or in general in any manner multiply it without any limitation of the number of copies or circulation, provided that each copy of the Work mentions the name of the Licensor;

3.1.2. to process, adapt or otherwise alter the Work without breaching the essence of its contents;

3.1.3. to reproduce the Work in the original, in the processed form or in the translated form whatsoever, in particular, in a digital form, in the required number of copies;

3.1.4. to translate the Work from the original language into any language;

3.1.5. to distribute the Work in the original, in the processed form or in the translated form in any manner;

3.1.6. to incorporate the Work as a component part into collections, databases, anthologies, encyclopedias etc.;
3.1.7. to make the Work available to the public, including to publish the Work fully or partially on the Internet (on the Journal’s official website, Internet - resources of research libraries where the Journal is represented, and other information resources and databases, etc.);

3.1.8. to publish the Work in print and in a digital form;

3.1.9. to enter into a sublicense agreement.

4. Rights and Obligations of the Parties
4.1. The Work shall be used under the Licensor’s name. 
4.2. The Licensor shall transfer the rights to the Licensee under the Agreement subject to the exclusive license. The rights stipulated by the Agreement shall be deemed transferred to the Licensee on the date of signing of this Agreement.

4.3. The Licensor shall transfer the Work to the Licensee with observance of the Requirements to a research article submitted for publication in the Journal which are available on the Journal’s official website (http://pravoua.com.ua/ua/).

4.4. The Licensee undertakes to observe the Licensor’s copyright as provided for by current law of Ukraine.

4.5. The Licensor shall have the right to use the Work fully or partially for educational or scientific purposes; in any case, a bibliographic reference to the Work (a part of the Work) published in the Journal, and a hyperlink to its electronic copy published on the Journal’s official website is mandatory.

4.6. The Licensee shall have the right to use metadata (title, author’s (co-author’s) name, abstracts, bibliographic materials, etc.) of the Work by distributing and making available to the public, processing and systemizing, and also by incorporating into various databases and information systems, etc.

4.7. The Licensor hereby grants the Licensee the consent to transfer, store and process his/her below mentioned personal data, without any limitation of the term, for the purpose of including them into the database in accordance with the Law of Ukraine "On Personal Data Protection":

4.7.1. first and last name;

4.7.2. academic degree, academic rank;

4.7.3. honorary title;

4.7.4. job position, place of employment;

4.7.5. locality, country;

4.7.6. ORCID ID;

4.7.7. researcher ID;
4.7.8. mailing address;

4.7.9. e-mail address;

4.7.10. contact phone number;

4.7.11. messenders (for communication only) (Viber, WhatsApp, Telegram, Skype);

4.7.12. address in social networks (Facebook, LinkedIn, G +, ResearchGate);

4.7.13. information on whether there are printed works in national and international scientific literature databases, for further processing of this information for the purpose of search operations in these databases.

Personal data and metadata of the Work shall be provided to be stored and processed in various databases and information systems, and also to be incorporated into the analytical and statistical reports, and to create the well-founded interrelations of the research, literature and art work objects with personal data, etc. in the unlimited territory. The Licensee may transfer these data for processing and storage by third parties provided that he/she notifies about such a fact and provides the information about a third party (name and address) to the Licensor.

4.8. The Licensee shall have the right to establish the terms subject to which the Work is accepted and published in the Journal; the Editorial Council of the Journal shall have the exclusive right to select or reject a work; physical media containing the Work shall not be returned.

4.9. The Licensee shall at own discretion decide on the manner of the Work’s execution which shall be used in accordance with the Agreement.

4.10. The Licensee shall have the right to issue the Work in any number of copies.

4.11. The Licensee shall have other rights deriving from the Agreement.

5. Territory of Use of the Rights
5.1. The rights to the Work transferred to the Licensee under this Agreement may be used in the territory of Ukraine and abroad.

6. Term for which the Rights are Granted
6.1. The rights to use the Work specified under clause 3 of the Agreement shall be granted to the Licensee for the period of its validity.

6.2. After expiration of the Agreement’s term, all of the rights transferred to the Licensee shall pass back to the Licensor.
7. Confidentiality
7.1. The Parties undertake to maintain confidentiality of the Agreement’s terms and conditions.

7.2. The Parties shall take all necessary measures to prevent any complete or partial disclosure of the information which becomes known to the Parties in connection with the signing and performance of this Agreement.

8. Liability of the Parties
8.1. In case of any breach of this Agreement’s terms and conditions, the defaulting Party shall bear the liability determined by the Agreement and current law of Ukraine (in particular, the obligation to fully indemnify the other Party for the losses incurred, including lost profits) .

8.2. A breach of the Agreement shall be understood as a failure to fulfill or improper fulfillment of its terms and conditions.

8.3. The Licensor shall be fully liable for unlawful use of intellectual property objects and copyright objects subject to current law of Ukraine.

9. Dispute Settlement
9.1. In the event of a dispute between the Licensor and the Licensee with regard to the issues envisaged under the terms of the Agreement, the Parties agree to take all measures possible to settle them by mutual negotiations.

9.2. Should it be impossible to resolve any dispute by mutual negotiations, such a dispute may be referred for consideration to a court of law in accordance with current law of Ukraine.

10. Agreement Term
10.1. This Agreement shall be deemed entered into and becomes effective immediately upon the transfer of the Work and other materials specified under cl. 4.1.-4.4. of the Requirements to a research article submitted by the Licensor to the Licensee for publication in the Legal Journal "Law of Ukraine", and this shall confirm that the Licensor fully and unconditionally accepts the terms and conditions of the Agreement available on the website of the Legal Journal " Law of Ukraine" (https://pravoua.com.ua/en/), and also accepts all of the rights and obligations as stipulated. The Agreement shall be valid for 10 years after the date on which it is entered into and becomes effective.

10.2. If the Work is not accepted for publication or the Licensor withdraws his/he manuscript, the Agreement shall be terminated.

10.3. The Parties may terminate the Agreement during its term of validity:

10.3.1. in the manner and in the cases stipulated by the Agreement and (or) by current law of Ukraine;

10.3.2. based on mutual consent by signing the supplementary agreement hereto which shall determine the date of termination of this Agreement.

10.4. Expiration of the Agreement’s term shall not relieve the Parties from the liability for breach of its provisions which occurred during the Agreement’s term.

10.5. If the Agreement is terminated by the Licensee for reasons of failure to fulfill or improper fulfillment by the Licensor of its obligations, the Licensor shall indemnify the Licensee for the actual expenses as of the date of termination of the Agreement, including the lost profits.

11. Miscellaneous Provisions
11.1 This Agreement by its nature is an adhesion Agreement.

11.2. In respect of any issue not regulated by this Agreement, the Parties shall be guided by provisions of current law of Ukraine.

11.3. All and any legal relations arising under or related to this Agreement (such as its validity, signing, performance, amendment, termination, interpretation of the terms and conditions, and determining the consequences of invalidity or infringement) shall be governed by the Agreement and applicable provisions of current law of Ukraine.

11.4. Upon entering into the Agreement, all prior negotiations, correspondence, any other oral or written understanding reached by the Parties in respect of the issues relating to the Agreement shall become null and void.

11.5. Supplementary agreements to this Agreement shall be its integral parts and shall be enforceable if made in writing and signed by the Parties.
